Over the past two decades, however, there has been an increa-
sing effort to erase this architectural heritage — an effort motivated not only by the material
decay of buildings but also by political ideology. The paper does not focus primarily on identi-
fying high-quality architectural works from this period, but rather on the structural nature of the
stigmatization, demonization, and demolition of architectural heritage from 1954 to 1989.

The dynamics of the industrial revolution brought new possibilities to the medieval town of Most.
However, coal mining and heavy industry placed exceptional demands on both the landscape
and the city. The 20th century — culminating in the 1960s — surpassed all previous periods, but
the onset of Normalisation in the 1970s led to stagnation. Urbanism and architecture ceased to
follow developments in the geopolitical West. After 1989, air quality and environmental care gra-
dually improved, yet a comprehensive approach — such as that seen in Germany — has not taken
root. The post-mining territories of North Bohemia have long lacked systematic spatial planning,
and the centre of Most remains a fragmented structure.

While affluent regions struggle with a shortage of
affordable housing, cities such as Most face a different challenge — a lack of apartment buildings
that meet modern standards of comfort and energy efficiency. These standards could be
met through the involvement of non-profit and limited-profit housing providers, a model widely
adopted across Europe, including Austria, Denmark, Ireland, and Poland. The presentation
will outline the proposed framework for introducing this approach in the Czech Republic and its
potential to positively influence the housing market in less developed regions.

The lecture will demonstrate that the relationship between top-down and bottom-up — between
authorities and activists, between governments and economic powers on the one hand, and ci-
tizens on the other — can be understood as dialectical: at times harmonious, at others antagonistic.
This dialectic will be illustrated through three examples of actions and initiatives from Belgium,
ranging from the small scale (two cases from Brussels) to the large scale (a case from Antwerp—
a civic action opposing the closure of the city’s ring road). As a didactic framework for analy-
sing these cases, the three moments of thesis, antithesis, and synthesis (drawing on Hegel) will
be used. The lecture will conclude by showing that both sides can prevail if they truly understand
and embrace this dialectical relationship, recognising how antagonism can —and should — lead
to meaningful compromise and better solutions than those originally proposed.

publicly accessible art depot. He lectures at
leading universities worldwide. As a profes-
sor at TU Delft, he founded The Why Factory
(2008), an international think tank dedicat-
ed to the future of cities. He is a member of
numerous expert committees and juries, and
currently serves on the Spatial Quality Boards
of Rotterdam, Eindhoven, and Barcelona.

Joke Vande Maele is a landscape architect,
urban planner, and co-founder of the Gent-
based studio Kollektif Landscape. Her work
focuses on the ecological and social dimen-
sions of landscape architecture, the integra-
tion of natural elements into urban environ-
ments, and the sustainable design of public
spaces. She also teaches landscape design
and urbanism at KASK & Conservatoriumin
Gent. Among the studio’s notable projects is
the very project of greening Flagey Square
in Brussels, which received the LILA 2025
Jury Award for its innovative approach to
urban nature.

Areti Markopoulou is an architect, research-
er, and urbanist working at the intersection
of architecture and new technologies. She is
the Academic Director of IAAC — Institute for
Advanced Architecture of Catalonia in Bar-
celona, where she leads research on urban
regeneration, circular deconstruction, and
material innovation.

Jakub Nakladal is an architect, organiser,
and researcher focusing on affordable and
participatory housing.
